NOTES: Note any discernable specific man-made noise and the S meter reading of same.  Ignore any very temporary noises, such as a 1-minute burst from a hair dryer, etc. More is generally better, but poring over the bands trying to catch every birdie may be time consuming, so even less than 100% complete data is still useful.  It is best to make these measurements when the atmospheric noise levels (QRN from lightning storms) is low.  If that is not practical, ensure that the S meter levels provided represent the reading between discernable lightning crashes.
